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The two earthquakes of SE off Kii Peninsula, Japan observed tsunamis

Two major earthquakes, located in SE off Kii Peninsula, with magnitude 6.9

and 7.4 took place successively at 1007 (UTC) and 1457(UTC) on 5 September

2004. Small tsunamis of less than 1 meter generated by the two earthquakes are

shown on the Figure.

The focal mechanism of two events show nearly identical reverse fault with

horizontal pressure axis of north to south direction.

The epicentral area is located close to a future giant Tonankai earthquake

of expected 8.1 magnitude with the 60% expected occurrence probability within next 30

years.  However, it is considered that the current two earthquakes do not activate

it, because the current events take place outside area and having a different focal

mechanism than that of an expected Tonankai earthquake.
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
